plant nutrition, cultivations and erosion management (Open book exam)

e Viva - Discussion with BASIS exam chair which can cover any aspect of the Soil &
Water syllabus including a review of the Farm Management Plan completed for the
examination

e Viva - In-field discussion with a soil expert covering all practical areas of the Soil &
Water syllabus e.g. Soil profile, texture, drainage, use of manures and irrigation
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
